Ballots also can be deposited in the 24-hour drop box outside the front entrance to the Registrar of
Voters office at 2724 Gateway Drive in Riverside.

Ballots must reach the registrar by 8 p.m. on Election Day to be counted. Ballots with postmarks before
the deadline are not accepted and cannot be counted if they reach the registrar’s office after the 8 p.m.
deadline on Tuesday.
